Varying Your Sentence Structure

2. Moving the final word at the end of the sentence to the beginning of the sentence, for example:

becomes
Sleep came upon her as she waited in the darkness.

3. Moving the whole of the second part of the sentence to the beginning, for example:

She waited in the darkness until she fell asleep.
becomes
Until she fell asleep, she waited in the darkness.
